Home to Philip Sidney, 2™ Viscount De L’Isle MBE, Penshurst Place & Gardens has
been the ancestral estate of the noble Sidney family since 1552 with the history of the
house going back six and half centuries.
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Described as “the grandest and most perfectly preserved example of a fortified manor
house in all England”, at its heart is the medieval Baron’s Hall, built in 1341. The
adjoining Staterooms contain a wonderful collection of tapestries, furniture, portraits,
porcelain and armour.

The 11 acres of gardens are as old as the original house with the walls and terraces
added in the Elizabethan era with a continuous display from spring to autumn. There is
also a Toy Museum, Venture Playground, Woodland Trail, Gift Shop and Garden Tea
Room with the estate surrounded by ancient parkland.
