The more volunteers we have 

covering a wide range of ages and interests, the easier it will be to make the right 

matches.  

 

“Kent is expecting lots of visitors in the run-up to the 2012 Games and beyond.  

We want to ensure that our guests enjoy a great welcome which will encourage 

them to return to the county and recommend Kent to all their friends and family 

as a superb destination.” 

 

Kent Greeters are active members of the Global Greeter Network and have 

helped set up Greeter projects in London and Brighton as well as in France and 

Belgium.
