LOCATE IN KENT PUTS COUNTY ON THE HOTEL MAP

Locate in Kent, Kent and Medway’s investment promotion agency, has launched a new

interactive website aimed at helping hotel developers find suitable sites and properties.

The website will support Kent’s growing tourism industry, which was worth £2.5bn in 2006
and is rapidly expanding. The fact that the county’s population is predicted to grow by nearly
10% between 2006 and 2021, alongside the planned construction of a large number of new
homes and commercial properties, will provide increasing demand for hotels in Kent and

Medway.

The website allows developers to search by district to find details of potential hotel sites and
access a bank of information and statistics including planning status, area demographics and

tourism impact and demand studies.

Over the last two years Kent and Medway has seen more than £50m invested in hotels,
including two new Premier Inns, a Ramada Encore in Chatham and a new 113 bed
Travelodge which opened in the centre of Maidstone in January. In addition, four of Kent’s
established hotels, including the Marriott Tudor Park in Maidstone, have undergone

refurbishment.

Plans are currently in the pipeline for several new quality hotels in the county, including at
Kent County Cricket Club in Canterbury and at London Golf Club, near Brands Hatch, as well
as a 120 bedroom hotel for the Accor Group which will shortly be under construction by
Geminex at Gillingham Waterfront, as well as extensive refurbishment at the Hythe Imperial
Hotel.

Paul Wookey, Chief Executive of Locate in Kent, said: “The new high speed domestic rail
service launched in late 2009 has meant that Kent has become increasingly accessible both
for business and tourism. Alongside this, the Open Golf tournament in Kent in 2011 and the

London 2012 Olympic Games will also offer a fantastic opportunity for new hotels in Kent.
